Objetivo: Este es ultimo curso de la serie de eleccién publica del programa en ciencia politica. El
hilo conductor del primero fue la conducta estratégica y su andlisis; del segundo, el proceso de
agregacion de preferencias de la eleccion social. En el tercer eslabon de la cadena, analizaremos las
decisiones estratégicas tomadas a partir de ciertas limitaciones institucionales, la propia eleccién
institucional y las instancias de negociacién en cuerpos colectivos. Para ello, analizaremos los
incentivos y restricciones con que cuentan los actores para tomar decisiones (sub)-optimas, asf
como los procesos de delegacion. El curso buscara hacer hincapié en la conexién fundamental entre

teoria y evidencia empirica.
